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Recommendations to improve public health safeguards in the Proposed Scoping Plan.  
We urge the inclusion of the following two strengthening provisions in the Plan, to provide significant air quality and public health benefits in addition to substantial greenhouse gas reductions from industrial sources.
1. Improve Industrial Audit Measure I-1 to Ensure GHG Reductions

· Set a target of 10 MMT CO2e reductions, based on a 10% reduction in emissions.
· Include all significant industrial sources (i.e. all sources included in cap and trade or at a minimum all refineries and cement plants).
· Make audit results publicly available
· Accelerate timing (i.e. Adoption by end of 2009 and complete audits within one year of adoption).
· Include requirements designed to capture the emission reduction opportunities identified by the audits.
2. Reinstate Commitment to Cement Sector GHG Reductions
· Background: The Board previously adopted two cement Early Action Measures (energy efficiency and “blending” of supplementary materials; adopted 10/07) that are missing from the Proposed Scoping Plan. 
· CARB should honor existing commitments to reduce GHGs from the cement sector by implementing the low carbon intensity standard that was evaluated in the Draft Scoping Plan.  This would:
· Result in significant GHG and co-pollutant reductions;
· Give flexibility to manufacturers to tailor GHG reduction strategies to individual facilities;

· Protect against unfair competition from outside of CA (i.e. stops leakage through “usage” aspect of standard as opposed to a cap on cement production facilities); and

· Significantly reduce toxic mercury emissions.
Both Audit and Cement measures are projected to produce cost savings (due to reduced fuel use through efficiency), increase GHG reductions by up to 13.5 MMT CO2e, and provide significant public health benefits (almost 20 percent more health benefits).
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
