This draft proposal results from comments made by the Committee at their January 23-
24, 2002 meeting to review the joint report “Review of the California Ambient Air Quality
Standards for Particulate Matter and Sulfates-Report to the Air Quality Advisory
Committee." The major conclusion from the meeting was that while the PM report was
well written and researched, the document must address the lack of a recommendation
for a 24-hour PM2.5 standard. The draft proposal has been posted to the ARB website
