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AIR TOXICS "HOT SPOTS" PROGRAM

What is the "Hot Spots" Program?


The Air Toxics "Hot Spots' Program was enacted by state law (AB 2588) in 1987.  The purpose of the law is to provide the public with information about the routine emissions and potential health impacts of toxic pollutants released to the air by facilities.

What facilities must provide information?
The Air Toxics "Hot Spots" Program requires hundreds of facilities that emit any of a multitude of toxic pollutants to the air to report on their emissions.  Some of the facilities required to provide information include hospitals, agricultural product processors, chrome-platers, auto-body shops and gas stations.

What are the steps in the program?
Facilities subject to the program must first submit emission inventory plans to the Yolo/Solano Air Quality Management District (AQMD) for review and approval.  The approved plan is used to prepare the facility's inventory report.  The AQMD then evaluates the inventory and assigns a prioritization to each facility based on state guidelines. Facilities assigned to the "High" group are required to conduct health risk assessments (HRA).  The HRAs are used by the AQMD to determine which facilities are required notify the public of the results. 

What are toxic pollutants?
The toxic air pollutants addressed under the Air Toxics "Hot Spots" Program include chemicals which may lead to various adverse health effects such as cancer, lung disease, and eye irritation.

What is a health risk assessment (HRA)?
A health risk assessment is a report that estimates possible adverse health effects from emissions of toxic air pollutants.

Will I be notified about my exposure and health risk? 

Under the Air Toxics "Hot Spots" Program, the AQMD requires facilities to notify the public of significant health risks resulting from the facility's emissions of toxic air contaminants.

INTRODUCTION
The Air Toxics "Hot Spots" Information and Assessment Act, was enacted by the State legislature in 1987.  This legislation requires companies throughout California to provide information to the public about emissions of toxic air contaminants and the  impacts that those emissions may have on public health.

This legislation was enacted to identify "Hot Spots" where "emissions from specific sources may expose individuals and population groups to elevated risks of adverse health effects, including , but not limited to, cancer and contribute to cumulative health risks of emissions from other sources in the area ."  The legislature was concerned that some people may be exposed to higher risks due to air pollution than other people, and they created this program to help us find if that fear was true.

In order to accomplish this goal, the "Hot Spots" program is designed to identify locations where existing activities (industry, transportation, agriculture, etc.) results in elevated ambient concentrations of toxic air contaminants.  This includes collection of emissions information from industry, assessment of the risk due to elevated concentrations, and dissemination of the findings to the public.

REPORTING REQUIREMENTS
Facilities with emissions of criteria pollutants of 25 tons or greater or which operated incinerators were subject to the first phase of the Act .  Those facilities were required to submit reports by June 1, 1990.  These facilities were also required to submit biennial updates to their reports if substantial changes in process quantities or additions were made during the update period.

Facilities with emissions of criteria pollutants greater than 10 tons but less than 25 tons were subject to the Act effective July 1, 1989.

These facilities came from several process types including:



Agricultural and food processing



Printing operations



Pharmaceutical manufacturing



Fiberglassing operations



Cogeneration facilities

Facilities with emissions of criteria pollutants less than 10 tons were subject to the Act effective July 1, 1990.  In the District, some facilities in this category were required to prepare inventory plans and reports, other facilities were required to submit surveys of use and production, the remaining facilities are being prioritized by the industry-wide survey method.  Facilities required to submit full plans and reports included:



Newspapers



Plating operations



Chemical/plastics operations

Types of  facilities submitting a survey of use and production include:



Agricultural processing



Woodworking



Mineral processing

The last group which is handled by the industry-wide survey approach includes:



Auto refinishing



Dry cleaning



Gasoline stations

PRIORITIZATION FOR RISK ASSESSMENT
As Inventory Reports are received, the facilities are prioritized for risk assessment purposes.  The risk prioritization process does not prioritize facilities according to risk, but instead prioritizes them as to their need to preform a complex health risk assessment using the California Air Pollution Control Officers Association (CAPCOA) Facility Prioritization Guidelines.

The prioritization procedure considers such factors as potency, toxicity, the amount of toxic substances emitted, proximity of the facility to potential receptors, including but not limited to hospitals, schools, day care centers, worksites, and residences, and other factors the AQMD determines to be significant.  Facilities are categorized into "high", "intermediate", and "low" priority groups.

A designation of "high" does not necessarily mean that a facility presents a risk to people living or working nearby.  "High" priority only means that the AQMD requires the additional information provided by a complex health risk assessment to determine what effect, if any, the facility's emissions may have on nearby people.

Facilities placed in the "high" priority group are required to submit health risk assessments to the AQMD within 150 days of being notified of placement in the "high" priority.  Facilities prioritized as "intermediate" are evaluated by the AQMD and maybe required to preform health risk assessments.  Facilities designated as "low" priority are defined as those that are not likely to be required to submit health risk assessments under the Air Toxics "Hot Spots" program.   

TOXIC CONTROL MEASURES
Various control measures have been developed to control toxic emissions. This is a continuing process and, as the results of the Air Toxics "Hot Spots" Act are received and analyzed, other specific measures to control emissions may be developed.

GLOSSARY OF TERMS
AB 1807 (Toxic Air Contaminant Identification Act):Assembly Bill 1307 was enacted by the State legislature in 1983. It sets up a procedure whereby the State Air Resources Board and Office of Environmental Health Hazard Assessment describe the toxicity of chemicals, determine the need for regulation, and adopt control measures to reduce public exposure to the contaminants.
