January 1, 2004
· Date to determine the federal nonattainment area status for particulate matter for a district to determine if district must adopt and implement a rule requiring BACM and BARCT

· Date by which a CAFO is considered an existing source

· Date to determine the federal nonattainment area status for ozone for a district to determine if district must adopt and implement a rule to permit CAFOs

April 9, 2004

· CAPCOA released SB 700 Implementation White Paper

· CAPCOA held separate meetings with the agricultural and environmental advocacy communities to discuss implementation

September 1, 2004
· District issues public notice and holds public workshop for rule requiring BACM and BARCT

January 1, 2005

· CAPCOA, in consultation with ARB, must develop a clearinghouse of control measures for emissions from agricultural sources

July 1, 2005

· ARB must develop a definition of a large CAFO

· District must adopt at a noticed public hearing the final rule requiring BACM and BARCT 

January 1, 2006

· District in serious federal nonattainment area for particulates must adopt, implement and submit to SIP rule requiring BACM and BARCT

July 1, 2006

· District designated as nonattainment for federal ozone standard must adopt, implement and submit to SIP rule requiring CAFO permits
· District designated as attainment for federal ozone standard must adopt a rule requiring CAFO permits (no SIP submittal)

January 1, 2007

· District in moderate federal nonattainment area for particulates must adopt and implement control measures
