This letter is a follow-up to our March 3, 2005 telephone conference regarding the Air Resources Board (ARB) staff’s concerns with proposed Yolo-Solano Air Quality management District (District) Rule 11.1, Agricultural Operating Permit Program.   Specifically, ARB staff believe that State law requires the District to adopt certain critical components of New Source Review (NSR), including the application of Best Available Control Technology (BACT) and “no net increase” requirements for new and modified agricultural sources with emissions greater than one-half the applicable major source threshold. Our comments are discussed in more detail in the enclosed comment letter that was originally drafted to address ARB staff’s concerns with proposed Rule 11.1.  

In our telephone conference, it was agreed that we would submit the attached comment letter at this time with the caveat that we are committed to further discussion with you and representatives of the agricultural industry about ARB staff’s interpretation of State law as it applies to agricultural sources.  We understand that the District will seek approval of Rule 11.1 at a scheduled hearing on March 9, 2005, and, following discussions with ARB staff and agriculture representatives, develop a schedule for expeditiously amending District rules for agriculture sources to comply with State law.  

We look forward to working with the District to fully implement SB 700.  Please contact me at (916) 445-0650 if you have any questions or concerns.
