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USER GUIDE – Data File Processing 

The CCAQS Data Management System provides a mechanism for processing data files into the CCAQS database.  This serves as an initial QA of the data while checking the integrity of the incoming files.  The CCAQS DTF QA Application accomplishes this processing task.  The GUI for this application is shown below for the current version, v3.8.  

Data files can be located by selecting a drive and a directory or subdirectory where files to be processed reside.  Once the files are located use Bulk Process to begin processing.  The application will immediately begin processing through the files.  It starts with the top file in the directory and works down through all the files.  
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The time required to complete file processing depends on the speed of the computer and the number of records in each file.  Smaller files can process in a matter of seconds or minutes.  Larger files, with 100,000 records or more, can take an hour or more to complete.  A “Process Completed” dialog will pop up when processing has been completed.

A log file is created each day the bulk processing application runs.  The log file can be found in the AutoQA 3.8 directory.  Files processed on the same day will be placed in the same log file with that date stamp.  The log file can be renamed if desired to create multiple log files on a given day.  This might be useful when processing dissimilar files from multiple data sources or form the same data source.  Also, the log file can get very long when many files are processed making it inconvenient to scroll through it.  
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Below is a display of all the files associated with this application.  The log file is highlighted and has the standard log file naming convention.
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A couple of examples of log files are shown next.  In the first example, there are only two entries and both files have failed processing.  This is due to an error in the first record.  These files can be reprocessed once the errors have been identified and corrected.   

There are many reasons why a file might fail processing.  The reason for a failure is included in these log files.
