Site Description: The nephelometer is mounted on an aluminum pole attached to the fence at the eastern edge of an unpaved area associated with the fire station.  It is immediately adjacent to a permanent IMPROVE program site.  There is high desert vegetation (Joshua Trees and scrub) immediately to the east.  The site is within the Walker Pass drainage, just south of Highway 178.  The firefighters at the site said they typically test the diesel fire engines around 11 AM each day, and sometimes again around 2 to 4 PM.
