Site Description: The minivol is mounted on the meteorological tower adjacent to the northwest corner of the permanent National Park Service (NPS) air monitoring shelter.  The organic canister sampler is located within the shelter.  The site is at a permanent NPS/IMPROVE site atop Turtleback Dome near the west end of the Wawona Tunnel.  The site is on top of a granite rock dome.  There is some gravel in spots, but no dusty soil.  There is scattered manzanita and other scrub vegetation, as well as an evergreen tree approximately 6 meters tall, just to the northeast of the shelter.  Highway 41 lies at the west base of Turtleback Dome, approximately 1/4 mile away.  Access to Turtleback Dome is via a locked gate, so there is very little local traffic.
