EXECUTIVE ORDER 1-14-035

Independent Contractor Approval Pursuant to
California Code of Regulations, Title 17, Section 91207

Ashlin Environmental Air Services

WHEREAS, the Air Resources Board (ARB), pursuant to California Health and Safety
Code, Section 41512, has established the procedures contained in California Code of
Regulations, Title 17, Section 91200 and following, to allow the use of mdependent
testers for compllance tests required by ARB;

WHEREAS, it has been determined that Ashlin Environmental Air Services meets the
requirements of ARB for performing ARB Test Methods 1, 2, 3, 4, and 100 (CO, COx,
NOx, O,, THC) pursuant to Cal. Code Regs., Title 17 Sectlon 91200 and following
when the following condltlons are met

Ashlin Enwronmental Air Serwces permanently marks or engraves an
identification number on the body of each of its pitot tubes in accordance with
Section 2.1 of ARB Test Method 2;

Ashlin Environmental Air Services performs a back purge to demonstrate the
standard pitot tube openings have not become plugged during the traverse
period in accordance with Section 2.1 of ARB Test Method 2;

Ashlin Environmental Air Services calibrates its pitot tubes in accordance with
Section 4 of ARB Test Method 2, and establishes and maintains a log of the
calibrations;

Ashlin Environmental Air Services calibrates its metering system in accordance
with Section 5.3 of ARB Test Method 5, and establishes and maintains a log of
the calibrations;

Ashlin Environmental Air Services recertifies its calibration gases in accordance
with Section 3.1 of ARB Test Method 100, and establishes and maintains a
certification log for the gases;

Ashlin Environmental Air Services tests the efficiency of the NO2 converter prior
to each source test when data is not available to demonstrate that the
concentration of NO; in the sample gas is less than five percent of the total NO,
concentration;

Ashlin Environmental Air Services includes the following information on all strip
charts and/or emissions data sheets: pollutant of interest, source, analyzer
range, date and time, zero offsets, and the name(s) of the person(s) operating
the instruments; and
