Welcome and Upcoming Training Announcements and Incidents of Note
Training
· EPA Region 9 hosted training on Nov. 8 on the Lifeline Links system for emergency response air monitoring and EPA’s Viper data management system that complements Lifeline.  Both CDPH and CARB’s OER staff attended the training and exercise.  Region 9 and OER are contemplating purchasing the Lifeline links equipment to establish interoperability in data collection and communication during air emergencies.  VIPER accounts will then be set up for Region 9 and OER.
· Ammonia Safety Training Institute annual training conference November 14-18 in Watsonville, CA.  Shelley DuTeaux and Paul Nony were part of a panel on health action guidelines for ammonia.
· Steve Wall and Kevin Chao, with the help of Pacific Media and Paul Penn, are developing a web-based training course on hospital preparedness for all hazards.  The course will include training on hospital alert systems for emergency response, action planning to address evacuation and shelter in place decision making, and other preparedness topics.  Certificates are issued upon completion of the course which will be rolled out in the April-May timeframe.  Following the course, CDPH will schedule a regional table top exercise with participants who have completed the course. 
· CCDEH is convening an Emergency Preparedness and Disaster Response committee.  The committee will work on updating their Environmental Health Training Emergency Response program, Disaster Field Manual, Mutual Aid program, and will also address how CCDEH can interface with CARPA. Welsey Hicks (Nevada County EHD) will chair the committee and Dean Peterson and John Kennedy will participate on the committee.  The first meeting will be scheduled in the New Year.

· EPA’s Environmental Response Team will conduct the “Air Monitoring for Emergency Response” course March 20-21, 2012 at the USCG Pacific Strike Team Hangar at Hamilton Field in Novato, CA.  CARPA agencies are encouraged to sign up.  Register at: www.trainex.org.

· Shelley and Karen reported out on the newly formed Emergency Food Disposal Workgroup.  The team is headed by CDFA and CalRecylce, with participation from CalEPA, Water Boards, USDA, and FDA.  EPA may join the work group.
