·Compliance obligations are based on verified 

emissions 

·To surrender instruments - transfer to Compliance 
Account 

·Key Status Information

·2013-2014 Triennial Compliance Deadline: 
·November 2, 2015 at 5:00 PM Pacific Time 

·Non-compliance results in Untimely Surrender                 
(4 times the shortfall)

2013-2014 Triennial Compliance Obligation Retirement Order 
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·CITSS provides a list of Eligible Instruments for 

Retirement for each obligation type.  The example 

shown below is for a 2013-2014 triennial 

compliance obligation. 



True-up Quantity (1 of 2) 

·Assigned True-up Quantity is equal to the number of 

allowances provided to an entity to correct a past 

allocation.  

·True-up Quantity is never negative ï only positive. 

·Assigned True-up Quantity is the record of the value assigned 

to an entity for a Budget Year and does not change. 
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True-up Quantity (2 of 2) 

·Remaining True-up Quantity is the number of 

vintage allowances an entity may use to satisfy a 

compliance obligation. 

·Remaining True-up Quantity is the balance of Assigned 

True-up Quantity minus the number of more recent 

vintage allowances that have already been used to satisfy 

an earlier obligation. 

·Remaining True-up Quantity is reduced each time a more 

recent vintage allowance is retired to satisfy an earlier 

obligation.  
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CAISO Value (1 of 2) 
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Compliance Account page: 

 

 

 

·Entities with a CAISO value are required to purchase eligible 
compliance instruments equal to the compliance obligation 
from that power. 

· Instruments allocated to an electrical distribution utility cannot be 
used to satisfy the CAISO value.
