Development
of the Scoping Plan will include an analysis ofaaigty of potential emission reductions
mechanism across all sectors.

The specific focus of the February 29 meeting bélto address the questions of scope
and point of regulation for a potential cap-andiramissions market. Scope refers to
establishing which sectors’ emissions should blrided under the emissions cap. Point
of regulation determines which entities within eaelpped sector are required to hold
allowances.

The issue of offset credits will not be discussedetail at the February 29 meeting but
will be treated at a separate meeting dedicatéigdopic this spring.
