What is the Tire Infl ation Regulation?

Beginning September 1, 2010, all Automotive Service Providers are required to check and infl ate 
each vehicle’s tires to the recommended tire pressure rating at the time of performing any 
automotive maintenance or repair service.  

What are the Benefi ts of Properly Infl ated Tires?

By maintaining proper tire pressure, Californians will:

• Eliminate 700,000 metric tons of greenhouse gas emissions;

• Reduce the State’s fuel consumption by 75 million gallons;

• Extend the average tire’s useful life by 4,700 miles.
