SB 25, enacted in 1999, established new air monitoring requirements which focus on children’s exposure to air pollution.  As part of those requirements, the ARB is establishing special air monitoring studies to evaluate the adequacy of the current air pollution monitoring network to determine children’s exposure to air pollutants, including toxic air contaminants.  Specifically, SB 25 requires the ARB to conduct special air monitoring in six communities across the State to gather data necessary to: 

1) determine the adequacy of the current air pollution monitoring network; 2) identify areas where the exposure of children is not adequately measured;

and, 3) make recommendations to improve and expand the air pollution monitoring network to more adequately reflect children’s exposure to air pollution.  The expanded program shall include placing air pollution monitors near schools, day care centers, and outdoor recreational facilities.  We have developed proposed criteria to select the six communities across the State.  We will carefully consider public comments received on these criteria prior to selecting communities for these studies.  

SB 25 contains other air quality requirements proposed to protect children’s health.  The other requirements of SB 25 include:  1) reviewing existing ambient air quality standards to determine whether the standards adequately protect the health of the public including children; 2) revising the highest priority ambient air quality standard determined to be inadequate; 3) establishing a list of toxic air contaminants that children may be especially sensitive to; and, 4) reviewing and revising existing control measures and adopting new control measures for the toxic air contaminants on this list.
