Instructions for completing the Perchloroethylene Reporting Forms

Clearly indicate which data you are submitting by checking the box next to one of the three
requirements listed.

1. Item Number.  Please assign one number to each product.  Number products
consecutively.



2. Product Brand Name.  List the product name of each product exactly as it appears on
the principal display panel of your product.  Products based on the same formulation
may be aggregated if the product formulation is identical except for the coloring;

3. Product Category.  Indicate product categories as defined in section 94508(a) of the
Consumer Product Regulation.

4. Product form.  Indicate product form, using "A" for aerosols, "L" for liquid, "S" for
solids, “P” for pumps, or "O" for others.  If your product falls into the category of
"others," briefly describe the dispensing form of this particular product under the
comments section of the reporting form (e.g. gel, cream).

5. Weight percent.  The weight of perchloroethylene, to the nearest 0.1 percent, as a
percent of the net product weight, i.e. excluding container and packaging weight.

6. Product sales in California.  Calculate the amount of product sold by multiplying the
weight of each product unit (excluding container and packaging) times the number of
units sold:
