	3)  Provide any record that is requested by the Executive Officer, to verify that any potential shortfall has been completely reconciled or eliminated.
	3)  Provide within 30 days of written request.

	4)  If shortfall remains, ACP is void.
	4)  Immediately cease both direct and indirect sales of non-complying ACP product in California to consumers and suppliers, and recall any remaining non-complying ACP product from distributors and retailers intended for sale within California.
