Fee Notification

After an applicant has complied with the provisidor granting permits as set forth in
Division 26 of the Health and Safety Code and th&tridt Rules and Regulations, the
District shall provide the applicant with an inwidor the filing fee, permit fee, and
evaluation fee to be paid for the issuance of teemR to Operate or the Authority to
Construct. If the fees are not received by théridtsvithin 60 days of the invoice date, the
fees shall be increased in accordance with thedstd@rovided in Section 11.0 (Late Fees)
of this Rule. Nonpayment of the increased feekiwi®0 days of the original invoice date
may result in the cancellation of the applicatiomd &he Authority to Construct or
suspension of the Permit to Operate.

Permit Granted by Hearing Board

In the event that an Authority to Construct orearfit to Operate is granted by the Hearing
Board after denial by the APCO or after the applicdeems his application denied, the
applicant shall pay the permit fee prescribed ictiSe 2.0 and the evaluation fee prescribed
in Section 3.0 within 60 days after the date ofdkeision of the Hearing Board. If the fee
is not paid within this period of time, the fee sl increased in accordance with the
schedule provided in Section 11.0 (Late Fees) isfRule. Nonpayment of the increased
fees within 90 days after the initial due date Isteult in the automatic cancellation of the
Authority to Construct or the Permit to Operate #relapplication.

Annual Renewal Fee

No earlier than 60 days prior to the anniversatg af the issuance of a Permit to Operate
granted under Rule 2010 (Permits Required), th&i€tishall provide the permittee with an

invoice for the renewal fee equal to the fee in ¢herent Fee Schedules in Rule 3020
(Permit Fee Schedules). The permittee shall payr¢hewal fee within 60 days of the

invoice date. The holder of permits with more tloae anniversary date may adjust annual
renewal payments to a single anniversary date dnafing renewal fee(s) as necessary. |If
the renewal fee is not received by the Districthwit60 days of the invoice date, the fee

Multiple Locations

When permits have been issued to operate movghipreent at two or more locations,
only one annual renewal fee will be charged.

Duplicate Authority to Construct or PermiQgperate

A request for a duplicate Authority to ConstructRermit to Operate shall be made in
writing to the APCO within 10 days after the destian, loss or defacement of the

Authority to Construct or the Permit to OperatefeA of $19 shall be charged for issuing a
duplicate Authority to Construct or a duplicaterRieto Operate.

Late Fees

Fees not paid by the dates set forth in the Ruldd€Reegulations shall be subject to late fees
in accordance with the following schedule:
