§ 94014. Certification of Vapor Recovery Systems for Cargo Tanks. 
 

The certification of gasoline vapor recovery systems for cargo tanks shall be accomplished in 
accordance with the Air Resources Board's CP-204 “Certification Procedure for Vapor 
Recovery Systems of Cargo Tanks” which is incorporated herein by reference. (Adopted: April 
18, 1977, as last amended March 17, 1999).
