A Organizagéo dos Professores Indigenas do Acre (OPIAC), criada em 2000, € uma organizagdo ndo-
governamental, sem fins lucrativos, apoiadora do didlogo e proposigdes de politicas publicas dos povos
indigenas do Acre que tem como objetivo representar, entre os povos indigenas, as ideias de educagao
indigena e sua aprendizagem e a relag@o permanente com a defesa dos temitdrios e com gestdo ambiental,
baseadas na valorizag8o da cultura tradicional assim como defender estas idefas junto a todas as instancias,
locais, estaduais, nacionais € internacionais. E composta por um coletivo de 543 professores indigenas da rede
de educagao publica municipal e estadual, atendendo aproximadamente 8.000 mil alunos indigenas estudantes
em 205 escolas do estado do Acre.

Destacamos que revisamos o padréo de florestas tropciais em consulta na California e consideramos que foram
incorporadas salvaguardas suficientes para sua implementagdo com protegio dos direitos dos povos
indigenas, bem como para o cuidado do meio ambiente e das comunidades que nele habitam.

O interesse da Califérnia na ocnservaggo das florestas tropicais e a adogéo deste padrdo seria um sinal
relevante sobre a importancia da Amazénia na mitigagdo das mudangas climaticas, bem como a importancia
de respeitar e defender os direitos dos povos indigenas que tem sido hisloricamente os guardides das florestas.
Dessa forma recomendamos que o Consetho de Administragdo possa aprovar o refeirido para florestas

tropicais, construindo uma forte lideranca da California para impuisionar a agenda global de mudancas
climaticas.

Subject: Support for California Rainforest Pattern (TPS)
Dear Members of ARB's Board of Directors,

The Acre Indigenous Teachers Organization (OPIAC), created in 2000, is a non-profit, non-
governmental organization supporting the dialogue and public policy propositions of the
indigenous peoples of Acre which aims to represent among indigenous peoples the ideas of
indigenous education and its learning and the permanent relationship with the defense of
territories and environmental management, based on the valorization of traditional culture as well
as defending these ideas in all local, state, national and international jevels, It is composed of a
collective of 543 indigenous teachers from the municipal and state public education network,
serving approximately 8,000 thousand indigenous students in 205 schools in the state of Acre.

We note that we have reviewed the Tropical forest Standard under consultation in California and
consider that sufficient safeguards have been incorporated for their implementation with
protection of the rights of indigenous peoples, as well as for the care of the environment and the
communities that inhabit it.

California's interest in the observation of tropical forests and the adoption of this standard would
be a relevant signal about the importance of the Amazon in mitigating climate change, as well as
the importance of respecting and defending the rights of indigenous peoples who have historically
heen the guardians of forests. .

Accordingly, we recommend that the Board of Directors be able to approve the referral for
tropical forests, building strong California leadership to drive the global climate change agenda.
