Clerk of the Board:

Radiator Specialty Company (RSC) appreciates the opportunity to comment on the amendments to the Consumer Products regulation.  These amendments are to be heard by the California Air Resources Board on September 26, 2013.

· RSC supports the changes to the Multi-purpose Lubricant definition and the Silicone based multipurpose lubricant definition to add single use products.  This change adds clarity to the regulation.

· RSC supports the definition change to the Dry Lubricant definition.  Dry lubricants are a unique lubricant that has special requirements.  The change clarifies the definitions for all the lubricant uses.

· RSC supports the staff decision to pursue scientific studies for the Low Vapor Pressure (LVP) compounds.  RSC has utilized the LVP provision in reformulating many of its products.  This provision is necessary to be able to continue to produce our products.

In conclusion Radiator Specialty Company supports the amendments to the Consumer Products regulation.
