I am writing on behalf of members of California Biodiesel Alliance (CBA) to commend the California Air Resources Board (ARB) on its updated Draft Concept Paper for the Cap-and-Trade Auction Proceeds Second Investment Plan (Concept Paper), released on October 27, 2015. CBA is California’s biodiesel industry trade association, representing over 40 businesses and stakeholders. Our organization endeavors to increase awareness about biodiesel as California's leading and widely available advanced biofuel that delivers significant economic, environmental, and energy diversity benefits throughout the state. 
CBA and its member companies have been actively engaged in the development and implementation of the Low Carbon Fuel Standard, which is an important element of the Governor’s overall goal to achieve a greenhouse gas emissions reduction of 40% below 1990 levels by 2030. To date, 90% of all LCFS credits generated have come from biofuels. Low carbon biofuels have helped to achieve a significant reduction in carbon emissions. In fact, last year low carbon biofuels produced in California reduced carbon emissions by approximately 300,000 metric tons, which is equivalent to removing 60,000 cars off our roads. We know more can be achieved! 
CBA appreciates ARB’s recognition of low carbon fuels and recommending in its Concept Paper incentives for in-state production.  The ultimate adoption of this recommendation will send a strong signal to the industry that ARB and the State of California see a vital role for low carbon biofuels produced in state. CBA will continue to engage with ARB and is available to assist as more details are added to implement the investment strategy.
