Subject:  Electronic Cleaner Definition

Dear Clerk of the Board,

Tech Spray is a manufacturer of chemical cleaners specifically for the manufacture and rework of electronic products.  Tech Spray’s products have historically been non-flammable, plastics compatible, cost effective, efficient cleaners with good relative evaporation rates.  We appreciate the opportunity to comment on the Technical Support Document dated September 29, 2006.  Our comments are limited to the Electronic Cleaner proposed definition change.  We have marketed a product containing HCFC 141b for certain precision cleaning tasks as prescribed by the Federal EPA, for example airline maintenance.  The compound HCFC 141b has been phased out due to ozone depletion issues.  Currently, the replacement compounds which exhibit similar characteristics are the HFC’s and HCFC, which are not exempt from the VOC definition.  Tech Spray request that these other uses be incorporated into the definition.
