CARB (or districts) would need to work with employers to ensure compliance with the law, which requires  employers meeting certain conditions to offer parking cash-out in lieu of free parking.  The process might involve inventorying those employers subject to the law, developing and mailing an informational packet that includes a notice of their being subject to the law along with a menu of compliance options, monitoring and follow-up.

The LAO report suggests that significant air quality (and congestion relief) benefits will result from implementation of the parking cash-out law, as many employees (between three and thirty percent, as per CARB's own 1997 report) will switch to transit, carpooling, bicycling or walking once given a financial incentive to do so.
