Proposed inclusion of portable diesel engine emissions in the draft AB 2588 Emission Inventory Criteria and Guidelines Regulation.

Dear Ms. Taricco:

The California Attractions and Parks Association (CAPA) a trade association representing the theme, amusement and water park industry of California respectfully submits the following comments on proposed changes to the AB 2855 Emission Inventory Criteria and Guideline Regulations. 

All our members require portable diesel engines for cleaning, maintenance, occasional power generation and other uses necessary for the operations of their park facilities. These operations will directly impacted by the inclusion of diesel engines emissions in the AB 2588 program, even in though in many cases our member parks do not own or control the equipment. 

Many repair, maintenance and construction projects, for example, are done by contractors and sub-contractors using equipment that is neither owned, operated or maintained by the park facilities. It is impossible for the parks to know the operational history of these generators, their emission levels or to be responsible for their diesel emission levels, repair and maintenance. 

CAPA is concerned that inclusion of portable diesel engine emissions in the proposed regulation is premature in light of recent regulatory actions by CARB, such as the portable engine air toxic control measure adopted in 2004, which will substantially reduce emissions (and therefore risk) associated with these sources.  Failure to account for these expected risk reductions could needlessly stigmatize affected facilities and nearby communities.  However, if CARB remains intent on including portable engine emissions in the AB 2588 program at this time, it should at a minimum amend the proposed regulation to address the following issues:

· Rented or leased portable equipment used on theme park property, but not owned by the facility, should be exempted from the Guidelines regulation unless the equipment is used in the same manner on a regular basis at the facility, and the facility operator can reasonably estimate the emissions resulting from such recurring operations.

· The regulations should clarify that emission sources on leased portions of theme park property not under control of a facility operator should not be included in the facility emission inventory.

· Emissions from stationary diesel engines equal to or less than 50 horsepower and portable engines should not be reported unless a district determines that use of such engines at a particular facility have the potential to pose a significant risk.

· The regulations should clarify that individual facilities have the option to conduct facility-specific risk assessments. 

CAPA supports the language changes to the draft Guidelines regulation and the staff report recommended by the Motion Picture Association of America in their October 30, 2006 letter.
