Dear Ms. Lum and Ms. Jenkins:


Our company, Kaz Inc. is the manufacturer of the Honeywell brand of portable air purifiers and is a member of the AHAM (Association of Home Appliance Manufacturers) Air Cleaner Certification Program.  Working with AHAM, we have had the opportunity to provide input during the legislative process for Assembly Bill (AB) 2276 and we sincerely appreciate the opportunity to comment regarding the development of the regulations for that law.

Comments for consideration:

Regarding Certification Requirements, Section 94804 (c) (3) (D) “Serial number of devices submitted for testing”, we would ask that this be revised to “Serial number of devices submitted for testing where applicable”.  We do not incorporate a serial number on each air purifier that we manufacture, but rather use a manufacturing date code.

Regarding Labeling and Safety Mark Requirements, Section 94806 (a), we appreciate the additional 180 days to meet the labeling requirement however we are still facing a particular complication with respect to this section.  We, as the manufacturer, do not have any control over the date of sale of our products when they are sold through our customers via a retail channel.  The additional time allowed in this proposed regulation will assist us in working directly with the retailers to ensure that we are selling them compliant product by the effective date and date of labeling, however, the time that the product takes to get through the supply chain and physically sold through to the end user is not within our control.  We are concerned that the number of units that require laboratory examination, the amount of time needed to test and the time needed to process the product through the retail supply chain could be lengthy.  As of right now, there are no laboratories that have been approved for testing so this allows us little time to physically get the product tested, labeled appropriately and then sold through the distribution process so timing is cause for concern.  Depending on the individual retailers or distributors inventory management processes, product could remain in their inventory for quite some time before it is physically sold through at retail.  We respectfully ask that ARB consider basing the timing on a manufacture date vs. the date of sale.
