Our company has been involved with biodiesel research, development and production for the past 15 years.  We have a biodiesel research and development center that we operate in conjunction with the U.S. Navy at Naval Base Ventura in Port Hueneme, California.  Our focus has been on alternative feedstocks (such as jatropha, algae and used cooking oil) and remotely operated integrated energy systems.  


I write today to strongly recommend that ARB revise the implementation timeline for the diesel fuel pool to include more aggressive decreases in carbon beginning in 2010.  Biodiesel, as an industry, needs strong direction and support at this stage to implement the “right way” of producing biodiesel for the future of our State.  Reliance on imported biodiesel made from food grade resources using former rain forest land half way around the world is not the direction we should be going.
