SOME FACTS ON GLOBAL WARMING 
While skeptics continue to doubt scientists’ warnings on the urgency of global warming, for millions of people on earth, it seems that serious disasters have already arrived.  

In the last two years, prices of staple food have soared to ominous levels in many developing countries.  Recently, price of oil and gasoline increased to record level in America. Record flood in the Midwest and wild fires in California, earthquakes in China, cyclone in Burma (Myanmar,) and the list goes on and on...
With the planet warming at a much faster pace than previously predicted, even scientists can’t predict when or what will be next disaster. 

The 2006 United Nations Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) report “Livestock’s Long Shadow” 1 points out that meat consumption generates 18% of the world’s greenhouse gas emissions, more than all forms of transportation combined.  70% of Amazon rainforest has be deforested to raise animals for food. While one third of grain production worldwide is used to feed livestock instead of humans. Dr. Gina Solomon, a senior scientist at the Natural Resources Defense Council stated, “One pound of beef generates the equivalent of over 36 pounds of carbon dioxide.”  2
Along with carbon dioxide, scientists are increasingly paying attention to methane gas, which results in atmospheric heat trapping that is at least 23 times more potent than CO2.1  The single largest source of methane today is animal agriculture. 

Jay Zwally, a NASA climate scientist, drew from his studies the prediction that “the Arctic Ocean could be nearly ice-free at the end of summer by 2012.” 
“The Arctic is often cited as the canary in the coal mine for climate warming,” explained Zwally. “Now as a sign of climate warming, the canary has died. It is time to start getting out of the coal mines.” 3
Even more alarming, a Canadian scientist, Dr. Louis Fortier, the scientific director of the Canadian research network ArcticNet, stated: “The Arctic ice would be completely gone during the summer somewhere between 2010 and 2015. Even faster than that.” 4
And now, the latest forecasts suggest that there is a 50/50 chance we may see an ice-free Arctic Circle by the end of this summer, MSNBC reported on 6-28-08. 5
And with ice melting, there is no more reflection of sun light from the ice sheets, so the open sea will absorb more heat from the sun and get warmer and warmer. With more ice melting, sea level will rise. Only between one and three feet rise, rural towns and urban areas along Egypt's northern coast (or the Nile Delta) will be flooded, turning millions of people into environmental refugees and threatening some of the country's ancient landmarks. 6
The World Bank has estimated that as many as 56 million people in developing nations could become refugees with a one-meter rise in sea level.  The one meter sea level rise generally predicted if no action is taken about global warming will inundate more than 15 percent of Bangladesh, displacing more than 13 million people and cut into the crucial rice crop. 6
President Maumoon Abdul Gayoom announced a new book entitled “Paradise Drowning.” The book highlights the conditions faced by his nation due to climate change. The presidents stated: “Each year, the seas that make up 99% of the Maldives are rising, and, slowly but surely, engulfing our 1,192 low-lying islands and posing serious risks to the lives and livelihoods of the people.” 7
A fear that sea levels will rise far faster than predicted this century has led to a revision of the plan to protect London from a devastating flood caused by the sort of storm surge in the North Sea that resulted in the closure of the Thames Barrier March 21st, 2008. 8
Miami, Greater New York, New Orleans, Osaka-Kobe, Tokyo, Amsterdam, Rotterdam, Nagoya, Tampa-St. Petersburg (Florida) and Virginia Beach (Virginia) are the most  valuable pieces of real estate at great risk. 9
Another consequence is the ever increasing global temperature, triggering the outburst of epidemic diseases worldwide. 
Chief of IPCC (UN Intergovermental Panel on Climate Change,) Dr. Rajendra Pachauri, has said: “The rest of the world looks to the U.S. for leadership … [but] the perception around the world is that the U.S. has not been very active in this area...and, we really don't have a moment to lose.” 10
“And so, my fellow Americans: ask not what your country can do for you—ask what you can do for your country,” 11  said President John F. Kennedy during his inaugural address on January 20, 1961. 
So what can we do?

Vegetarian diet is the only solution right now.
