But currently, green roof costs are too high to be commercially viable on a large enough scale to help much.

How are we unique? We rely on all biotic and abiotic factors in the semi-arid environment in our site analysis and design. That leads to the finest results. We are presently investigating:

1. Optimized combination of sustainable plants, methods, materials for Sacramento
2. Reducing installation costs of green roof and building by 30-60%
3. Increasing ease of use, maintenance, efficiency of vegetated structures by 30-60%
4. We seek a pilot project on a flat roof of 1,000-5,000 sq. ft. in 2008
We trust that design optimization will encourage much wider utilization of vegetated structures in urban, semi arid climates within only 2-5 years. This will help cities, people and the planet.
