CARL MOYER LIST -

Includes, but is not limited to, parties interested in the Carl Moyer Program, which provides grants for the incremental cost of cleaner heavy-duty vehicles and equipment.  Such project categories include on-road heavy-duty vehicles, off-road equipment, marine vessels, locomotives, stationary agricultural pump engines, airport ground support equipment, forklifts, etc.
