IT IS ORDERED AND RESOLVED: That the following engine and emission control systems produced by the 
manufacturer are certified for use in small off-road equ ipment.

It serves as the applicable emission standard for determining compl iance of any eng ine with in this 
eng ine family under 13 CCR Sections 2403(e)(1) and 2407(a). 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That for the listed eng ines, the manufacturer has submitted , and the Executive Officer 
hereby approves, the information and materials to demonstrate certification compliance with 13 COR Section 2404 
(emission control labels) and 13 CCR Sections 2405 and 2406 (emission control system warranty). 

Engines certified under th is Executive Order must conform to all appl icable California emission regu lations. 

Quarterly reports of engines produced in this engine fam ily for sale in Californ ia shall be submitted to the Executive 
Officer no later than 45 days after the end of each calendar quarter. 

This Executive Order is only granted to the engine family and model-year listed above. Engines in this family that are 
produced for any other model-year are not covered by this Executive Order.
