BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That before offer !ng motorcycles of any engine
famlly for sale, certification of the exhaust emisslon control system and
designated engine family exhaust HC emission limlt, In accordance with the
approved certificatlion plan for compllance wlth the corporate average
standard, and certification of the approprlate evaporative emission family
for the 1989 mode! year is required.
