BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That for the listed vehicle models, the manufacturer has attested to compliance with Title 13,
California Codeyof Regulations, (13 CCR) Sections 1965 [emission control labels], 1968.2 [on-board diagnostic, full or
partial compliance], 2035 et seq. [emission control warranty], 2235d[fuel tank fill pipes and openings] (gasoline and
alcohol fueled vehicles only), and “High-Altitude Requirements” and “Inspection and Maintenance Emission Standards”
(California Exhaust Emission Standards and Test Procedures for 2001 and Subsequent Model PC, LDT and MDV).
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: The test group listed in this Executive Order is certified conditionally on the manufacturer
providing data to demonstrate compliance with California’s greenhouse gas fleet average emission standard (CA GHG
Standard) specified in Title 13, California Code of Regulations, (13 CCR? Section 1961.1 and the incorporated California
Exhaust Emission Standards and Test Procedures for 2001 an Subsequent Model Passenger Cars, Light-Duty Trucks,
and Medium-Duty Vehicles, amended March 29, 2010 (CA Test Procedures). The manufacturer has elected, under 13
CCR Section 1961.1(a)(1)(A)(ii) and under Section E.2.5.1(ii) of the CA Test Procedures, to demonstrate eompliance with
the CA GHG Standard by demonstrating compliance with the National greenhouse gas programy(National GHG
Program). Therefore, the test group listed in this Executive Order is certified conditionally, furthegien the manufacturer
complying with the requirements specified in said provisions in 13 CCR, and Sections E«2 5.1(ii) and,H.4.5(b) and
H.4.5(c) of the CA Test Procedures (among other things, concerning data and information submissionytiming, and format
as specified by the Executive Officer). Failure to comply with the certification requiréments to demonstrate compliance
with CA GHG Standard by demonstratin? compliance with the National GHG Program under said provisions in 13 CCR
and CA Test Procedures may be cause for the Executive Officer to revoke the Executive Order. Vehiclesin the revoked
Executive Order shall be deemed uncertified and subject to penalties authorizedwunder California law. Notwithstanding
the requirement herein, a manufacturer that becomes, after MY2009, a largé-volumeimanufagturer, as defined in 13 CCR
Section 1900, is not required to comply with the CA GHG Standard until4he beginning of the fourth'model-year from
becoming a large-volume manufacturer. Additionally, notwithstandinghe tequirementherein, a small-volume
manufacturer, independent low-volume manufacturer, or intermediate volume-manufacturer, as defined in 13 CCR
Section 1900, is not required to comply with CA GHG Standard during model-years (MY) 2012 through 2015.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the listed vehicle models aré federally certified, and are certified under the provisions
of 13 CCR Section 1961(a)(14) and the incorporated test procedures.

Additional NMOG fleet avera?e or vehicle equivalent gfedits'are granted to the listed vehicle models pursuant to 13 CCR
Section 1961(a)(8) [optional 150K certification].

Vehicles certified under this Executive Order shall conform to-allapplicabje California emission regulations.
