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Idling PolicyIdling Policy

• Guidance document to be developed 
regarding the written idling policy
– medium and large fleets must have in place 

and made available to operators by March 1, 
2009

• The following elements have been 
proposed by ARB staff and ORIAG to be 
included in the written idling policy at a 
minimum
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Proposed Idling Policy ElementsProposed Idling Policy Elements
• Definition of applicable equipment
• Who is responsible for rented equipment
• When it is acceptable to exceed the idling limit
• Description of idling waivers, and who to contact to 

request one
• The definition of the written policy requirement, including 

where the policy is to be included and displayed
• Any signs that may be in the vehicle designating idling 

requirements
• Description of penalties for non-compliance
• Information on where to look up further information 

regarding the regulation
• Company contact information, including a phone number 

and available hours
• Non-compliance reporting information, so that good faith 

operators can indicate non-compliant groups
