On March 29, 2000 the Air Resources Board staff held a workshop in Sacramento to discuss preliminary background information relevant to the Board’s upcoming review of the Zero Emission Vehicle program.  Staff has compiled a list of speakers, copies of speaker presentations or handouts where available, and copies of other materials (letters and e-mail comments) that were submitted by interested parties.
