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Expanded Statewide Zero Emission Vehicle (ZEV) Incentive Program

Background

The original Statewide ZEV Incentive Program (ZIP) was authorized by California Health and Safety Code Sections 44260-44265 (AB 2061, Statues of 2000, Assemblyman Lowenthal) and originally funded for 
$18 million, providing eligible vehicles purchased or leased by December 31, 2002 with grants of up to $9,000 per vehicle.  An additional $10 million provided in the Fiscal Year 2001-02 approved state budget for new ZEV incentives will be used to expand the program and extend it into mid-2004.  Staff’s proposed guidelines for implementing such an expanded program were approved by the Air Resources Board at an April 25, 2002 public meeting.  

Eligible Applicants  

Eligible applicants include private and public consumers, including individuals, local government, state agencies, nonprofit organizations and private businesses. Public agencies, including federal agencies became eligible as of January 1, 2002.

Eligible Vehicles   

Original ZIP – October 1, 2000 through December 31, 2002

New electric passenger cars and trucks certified by the Air Resources Board and capable of operation on the freeway and included in the List of Eligible Vehicle Models below are eligible for grants under the original ZIP program. With ARB approval, previously leased vehicles that have been substantially upgraded with new technologies are also eligible. Purchase, or commencement of the lease, must occur on or after October 1, 2000 and on or before December 31, 2002. 

Expanded ZIP – April 25, 2002 through June 30, 2004

The expanded ZIP provides grants in varying amounts to models including full function ZEVs, City ZEVs, Zero Emission Motorcycles and Neighborhood ZEVs. Purchase, or commencement of the lease, must occur on or after April 25, 2002 and on or before June 30, 2004. New vehicles that are ARB certified and included on the list of Eligible Vehicle Models below are eligible for grants. 

Grant Application and Distribution

Grants are awarded on a first–come-first served basis, while funds are available, and vary by vehicle model. Applicants must accept delivery of the vehicle prior to applying for the grant; a grant guarantee may be obtained 30 days prior to the scheduled delivery date. Under the original ZIP, the grant is paid to the applicant in three equal annual allotments unless a lessor agrees to accept the grant and provide the lessee (applicant) with an up front reduction in lease price. The expanded ZIP pays the grant in one installment and the grant amount may be assigned to the dealer. If available, other federal and local incentives may augment ZIP grants.

Grant Amounts for the Expanded Statewide ZIP

(Through June 30, 2004, subject to fund availability)

The expanded Statewide ZIP will provide varying grant amounts for eligible ZEVs, up to $5,000 for full function ZEVs, $3,500 for City ZEVs, up to $2,000 for Zero Emission Motorcycles (ZEMs) and $1,000 for Neighborhood ZEVs.
.  ARB staff will work with vehicle manufacturers to identify eligible vehicle models.  Purchases/ leases prior to the placement of a vehicle model on this list will not be eligible for grants.  

NOTE:  Recently, Global Electric Motors (GEM) informed ARB staff that it does not plan to participate in the ZIP II incentive program; therefore, GEM vehicle models will not be eligible for ZIP II grants, nor included in this list.
