· Riding on bill sponsored by Sally Havice

· CA Statewide EV Parking Regulation

· Parking access to be controlled by special sticker and not HOV lane sticker since non EV’s get HOV stickers and non-HOV EV’s need parking privileges too

· Administration costs to be minimized (perhaps online registration at DMV web site)

· Possible distribution to dealers for immediate issue upon sale of an EV

Need for Charger Lists

From the Driver Perspective

1. Out-of-neighborhood trips (preplanned)

2. Unscheduled trips around town

3. Blocked or inoperative chargers (need to find alternate location)

4. Emergencies

· Note that #2, #3, and #4 require in-car reference – live web connections can’t be assumed!  Some drivers use paper lists, some use Palm Pilots, and some use GPS navigators.

· Accurate, up-to-date info important (very important)

· Need decreases as density of chargers increases.  Conversely, accurate, up-to-date info on isolated chargers is most critical.

Charger Information Systems – 

Definition and Failings

· Two distinct parts:

· Database

· Presentation of data (e.g. web views, reports, downloadables for Palm pilots, etc.)

· Failings:

· No central authoritative source of information – need a single source for the database part.

· Updates are not regular (lots of stale data)

· Lack of electronic sharing of data makes a lot of unnecessary manual labor and injects errors

· Presentation of data (e.g. web page) does not often meet needs of drivers

· Responsible organizations with lists have “disappeared”

Charger Information Systems – 

Suggestions

· Put database management and maintenance under central control funded by state

· Contents of database (field definitions) need to be discussed and agreed upon – needs of drivers and organizations such as CFCI are largely common, but not completely overlapping

· Allow read-access by all entities so that presentation of data can be customized by data users (e.g. drivers)

EV1 Club Efforts

· Inductive charger lists established in 1997, shortly after the EV1 introduction

· Supplemental list established in late 2001 to keep up with rapid status changes and non-inductive charger information

· Combination of data from other charger lists (manually reconciled) and data collected by drivers

· Full data set has always been available to other entities for download in electronic form

· Currently working cooperatively with GMATV and CFCI on two-way exchange of data – GMATV/CFCI database will be used to generate web pages on EV1 Club web site, and driver data input will be used to expand/update database
