The Air Resources Board (ARB or Board) is scheduled to consider approval of revisea
transportation conformity budgets for the PM2.5 and 8-hour ozone standards for the
South Coast nonattainment area at its April 24, 2008 meeting. These transportation
conformity budgets will replace the budgets submitted as revisions to the State
Implementation Plan (SIP) on November 28, 2007. To ensure that the transportation
planning process can continue without disruption, we are requesting that the

U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA) begin parallel processing of these
budgets prior to ARB’s April action.

Public notices for the Board’s consideration of these revisions were published in local
newspapers in the areas affected on March 20, 2008. The proposed conformity
budgets and an explanation of the proposed revision were published on our website, at
http://www.arb.ca.gov/planning/planning.htm, on March 25, 2008. We have discussed
the proposed revisions with the U.S. EPA, Region 9, Air Division staff. We will inform
your staff of any comments sent to ARB on this proposal in a timely manner, and will
notify U.S. EPA if there are any changes to the proposed budgets after posting to the

web. We intend to submit the approved conformity budgets promptly after the Board
takes action.
