The California Air Resources Board (ARB/Board) staff invites you to participate in a 
Shore Power workgroup meeting to discuss staff’s proposed modified language to the 
recently approved regulation for reducing emissions from diesel auxiliary engines on 
ocean-going vessels while at-berth at a California port.   
 
At its public hearing on December 6, 2007, the Board approved the adoption of a 
regulation to reduce emissions of oxides of nitrogen (NOx) and diesel particulate matter 
(diesel PM) from diesel-fueled auxiliary engines used aboard ocean-going ships while 
docked or at-berth at a California port.  The regulation was approved with modifications 
that were suggested by staff at the Board hearing.  The suggested modifications to the 
original proposed regulation were in response to comments staff received since the 
Initial Statement of Reasons was published on October 19, 2007.  In addition, the Board 
directed staff to make other modifications to the regulation.   
 
The modified language to staff’s original proposed regulation will be available for a 
written 15-day comment period.   Before this period begins, staff would like to discuss 
draft modified language with affected industry, the ports, and other interested 
stakeholders.
