Bullard's New Environmental Justice
Framework S

Ground the framework on the principle that all individuals have the
right to be protected from environmental degradation.

Also ground the framework on the precautionary principle to
protect workers, communities, and ecosystems.

Shift the burden of proof to polluters and dischargers who do
harm, who discriminate, and/or who do not give equal protection
to all racial and ethnic groups.

Adopt a public health model of prevention as the preferred
strategy to eliminate a threat before it occurs.



What is the precautionary principle?

Wingspread Statement (1998): “When an activity raises
threats of harm to human health or the environment,
precautionary measures should be taken even if some
cause and effect relationships are not fully established
scientifically.”

Evidence that Neighborhood Drilling

Magnified Impacts due to Proximity and Population
Density

Approximately 1.7 million people live within one mile of an
active oil and gas well. More than32,000 people live within
100 meters. Studies from outside CA indicate that
exposures to toxic air contaminants are most significant
within %2 a mile from active oil and gas development.3

Oil and gas operations release large amounts of
reproductive, immunological, and neurological toxins,
carcinogens, and endocrine disrupting chemicals (EDCs).
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This is an inherently dangerous
practice occurring dangerously
close to people and poses an
unacceptable risk for a practice for

which we have alternatives
