Also in May, CPA opened its state-of-the-art
International Testing and Certification Center (ITCC),
In Leesburg, VA, and closed its facility in
Gaithersburg, MD.

CPA’s Formaldehyde Grademark Program Manual has
been revised to include CARB’s requirements, and
became effective on June 16, 2008.

CPA developed a new ULEF/NAF Program Manual for
qualified products, which became effective on June
16, 2008.

Since CPA was approved by CARB as a TPC, we have
had numerous inquires about certifying board around
the world.

CPA Is addressing each international inquiry on a
case-by- case basis to explore partnerships that are
practical, mutually beneficial, and consistent with
CPA’s commitment to quality assurance.

CPA does not plan to open laboratories outside North
America. Rather, we are exploring partnership
opportunities to assist other organizations establish
credible certification programs and testing facilities.

CPA is also exploring opportunities for the ITCC to
conduct testing on behalf of other TPC’s around the
world.
