As you requested, we have updated the 200-car matrix based on current data which takes into account the following:


(1)
populations of registered automobiles by model year in various classifications effective at the end of 2002 (from a printout received from DMV, contacts: Chris Terwilliger, 657-8844, and Michelle Rodriguez, 657-5822, both of Information Systems Branch, Policy Development Section, DMV), and 


(2) 
model-estimated miles per day per vehicle and relative vehicle population as a function of model year for automobiles and for light trucks (from a spreadsheet file furnished by Doug Thompson and Tom Scheffelin of ARB’s Planning and Technical Support Division, Motor Vehicle Analysis Branch, Motor Vehicle Assessment Section). 

The update was determined in accordance with TP-201.2A, Determination of Vehicle Matrix for Phase II Systems.  The updated 200-car matrix is as follows:
