You requested certification of the Emco Wheaton A4019 Safebreak
coupling. This product is intended for installation in the coaxial hose and
is designed to separate when subjected to a pull force not to exceed 250

pounds. This protects the dispenser from being pulled over in the

event

that a customer drives off with the nozzle in the fillpipe. The Safebreak
seals the fuel passage of both pieces and also seals the vapor passage on

the side designed to remain on the dispenser after separation.

As required by the Air Resources Board certification and

test

procedures, you requested the approval of the Division of Occupational
Health and Safety, the Office of the State Fire Marshal and the Department
of Food and Agriculture, Division of Measurement Standards. The necessary

approvals have been obtained from these agencies.
