All Vapor and Product Adapter Manufacturers

Over the past several months, California Air Resources Board (CARB) staff has been investigating the cam groove dimensions of both vapor recovery and product adapters used on service stations.  The adapters are the interface between the cargo tank delivery elbows and the station itself.  We found that this equipment lacks standardization of dimensions.  Vapor adapters varied by as much as one tenth of an inch (0.100) between the edge of the groove and the top of the adapter. 

We are proposing a standard cam groove dimension.  This will give all manufacturers of adapters a certification standard to which the equipment shall be designed, and will eliminate incompatibilities between delivery elbows and adapters.

The proposed cam groove dimensions for both vapor and product adapters are shown below.
